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Introduction and Background Information
Why do I need to complete an expression of interest form?
Completing an expression of interest form is the first stage of the Council’s community asset transfer process.  It should be noted that his form is not a formal Request for Community Asset Transfer under Part 5 of the Community Empowerment (Scotland) Act 2015 (the “Act”). The purpose of this form is to express your interest in applying for a Community Asset Transfer (CAT) of a particular property or land in Inverclyde. 
Community bodies should aim to submit this form as soon as possible after they have made a decision to seek an asset transfer and have identified a suitable building or land that they wish to request transfer of. Completion of this form will enable discussions to take place at an early stage and for the Council to check your group’s eligibility and suitability for transfer of the asset identified.
How do I submit an expression of interest form?
Once you have completed an expression of interest for, please email it to communityassets@inverclyde.gov.uk
What happens after I submit an expression of interest form?
You will receive acknowledgement of your expression of interest within 5 working days of submission.
The completion of an expression of interest form facilitates the beginning of dialogue between the Council and the community body.  Upon receipt of an expression of interest form, the Council will arrange an initial meeting with the community body to discuss their proposal and agree what advice and support is required to get to the stage where a formal application for a community asset transfer can be made. This meeting will be arranged within 4 weeks of receipt of an expression of interest form.
At the meeting, the following will be discussed:
· Whether the asset is available or not.  If the asset isn’t available then alternative assets can be suggested;
· A site visit can be arranged and the community body can ask any questions they may have about the site;
· Whether the community group are eligible for a community asset transfer and identify areas that need to be developed;
· How to go about developing a robust business plan; and
· Support that is available from other organisations such as the Community Ownership Support Service.
