Councillor Jackson seconded by Councillor O'Rourke moved that the decision of the Committee as minuted at paragraph 133 (Revenue Budget 2002/2003 Onwards) be approved subject to the addition at paragraph (6) of the decision of Councillor McGhee as a member of the Policy Review Group.  As an amendment, Councillor Mitchell seconded by Councillor Hill moved as an amendment to paragraph (4) of the decision that it be recommended to The Inverclyde Council that the level of "Band D" Council Tax for 2002/2003 be fixed at £1,072 with the additional revenue generated to be spent equally on roads (with the purpose of dealing with potholes), voluntary organisations and schools' DMR budgets.  On a vote, 7 Members voted for the amendment and 11 for the motion which was declared carried.����Decided:  that the minute be approved.

����The Provost, being of the opinion that the undernoted item was relevant, competent and urgent, moved its consideration to allow the Council to fulfil the statutory requirement for the fixing of the Council Tax for 2002/2003.  This was unanimously agreed in terms of the relevant Standing Order.
