The report detailed the current fare scales in force in Inverclyde and a submission from the Lower Clyde Taxi Owners Association on behalf of the taxi trade and also from two independent operators, seeking an increase of 20p in the initial charge as well as a request from the Association to amend the format of the taxi fare scales to remove the reference to "pre-booked hirings".  Mr J McDonald also requested that the Panel consider (a) allowing the use of estate cars as licensed vehicles and (b) advertising in or on taxi vehicles.
