SUBMITTED:  Report dated 21 April 1998 by the Director of Planning advising that following the decision of the Sub-Committee at the meeting held on 1 October 1997 to refuse an application for the change of use from retail shop to restaurant, snack bar and hot food take-away together with the installation of a new shop front at 75 West Blackhall Street, Greenock (IC/97/240), and the subsequent appeal by the applicant to the Secretary of State against that refusal, the Reporter appointed by the Secretary of State had issued his decision which is to uphold the appeal.
