There was submitted a report dated 23 March 2000 by the Head of Planning Services regarding an application by Mr & Mrs Beale for alteration and extension to the dwellinghouse at The Pines, Porterfield Road, Kilmacolm (IC/99/386), consideration of which had been continued from the meeting held on 1 March 2000 to allow the applicants to submit further information in support of their application and to consider the report currently being prepared by the Civic Trust of Scotland.�
