�977���There was submitted a report dated 23 October 2000 by the Head of Planning Services regarding an application by Manor Kingdom Ltd for the erection of 4 dwellinghouses at Hydro House, West Glen Road, Kilmacolm (IC/00/92R) consideration of which had been  continued from the meeting held on 4 October 2000 to allow the Head of Planning Services to consult with the applicant on the Sub-Committee's concerns relative to the draining of the reservoir and infilling operations.����The report recommended that planning permission be granted subject to a number of conditions.����After discussion, Councillor McGhee moved that planning permission be granted subject to the conditions detailed in the report.   As an amendment, Councillor Morrison moved that planning permission be refused (1) as the proposals would have an adverse effect on the level of amenity currently enjoyed; (2) as the proposals would have an adverse effect on the environment of this sensitive site; and (3) as the proposals would have a detrimental effect on the flora and fauna associated with the site.   On a vote, 3 Members voted for the motion and 4 for the amendment which was declared carried.   Those Members who had voted in favour of the motion then requested, in terms of the relevant Standing Order, that the matter be referred to The Inverclyde Council for decision in terms of the motion.���C�Decided: that planning permission be refused for the following reasons:-
