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Fearnan Place, Kenmore Drive, Lawers Place, Killen Place and Neil Street


(numbers 1 to 41 and 18 to 64) and Sutherland Road (numbers 1 to 7 and 10 to


32) as shown in Appendix 6 as amended; and


(b) That the proposals be issued for consultation to all interested parties in terms of the Education (Publication and Consultation etc) (Scotland) Regulations 1981 and that a report on the results of the consultations be submitted to a future meeting of the Committee.
